e 21 people, mostly physicists, came to working group section. Most of the
discussion centered on the physics case, but some information came from the
earth science people.

e General agreement that the international situation must be understood in
order to promote the need for DUSEL.

e In physics, there are several sites in Europe, two in Japan, one in Canada,
one in US.

e DUSEL has unique attributes - depth, accessibility, etc.
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What is demand?

e Need to determine number of people working in field.

=Working group leaders to survey their areas for people working in subfields
now, and for demand for DUSEL. Include domestic and international figures.
Need to establish uniform methodology for WG leaders.

e Try to make growth curve - people working in field vs. year.

e NSF may “require” international participation. Some experiments already
have international collaborators.

e Scientific work on the forefront is being done outside the US.

e No other sites beyond DUSEL intend to involve the community. Depth is also
unigue.

e Need an international advisory group to critigue DUSEL development.
Short term - get S-1 right.
Long term - establish communication path to other countries.
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
